Alex Newman which also broke both 
sprint relay team school records this 
year.   
Top five finish in the pole vault in the 
state finals for Kera Stornant!  These 
individuals are all All-State individuals. 
Softball team recorded yet another dis-
trict title and the second ever regional 
title; they advanced all the way to the 
final four for the second straight year! 
Male golfer sophomore Derek Roe ad-
vanced to the state finals in golf as an 
individual  
The girls tennis team, finished 6th, (2nd 
public school) in the finals at 
MSU.  Individually, freshmen Ellee 
Eldridge finished runner up in no. 4 
singles and no. 2 doubles team of Sarah 
Filter and Adrienne Cunningham won 
the state championship, the first ever 
doubles champs in school history!
