student’s educational experience, i.e. what life skill(s) have been gained through
athletic participation, and how those life skills will benefit the student in the
future. Life skills are any character-building trait (dedication, leadership, time
management, etc.).

5. A wallet-sized photograph is desired and should be attached to the application.

Application must be submitted to the Athletic Director by May 7, 2010. All applications
and essays should be typed. The application(s) will be forwarded to the committee
formed to review the applications by the Portland Athletic Association.
